Critical Access Hospitals in Kentucky
A Critical Access Hospital (CAH) is a licensed hospital with a maximum of 25 beds and 24-hour emergency service located in a rural area which meets one of the following criteria:  1) is over 35 miles from another hospital, or 2) is over 15 miles from another hospital in mountainous terrain or areas with only secondary roads.
