Federally Designated Medically Underserved Areas (MUA) and Medically Underserved Populations (MUP)

MUA—Residents have a shortage of personal health services (factors used in determining designation include: percent of population with income below poverty level; percent of population age 65 and older; infant mortality rate; and the computed ratio of full-time equivalent primary care physicians per thousand population.)
MUP— One or more groups reside in the area who face economic, cultural, or linguistic barriers to health care. Factors used in determining designation are the same used for MUA except the population group is used as the denominator instead of the population as a whole.

CCD—Census County Division, which is a geographic subdivision of a county established by the Census Bureau and officials of state and local governments, usually represents one or more communities and/or trading centers. A CCD is usually comprised of several contiguous census tracts.
